conditions:-

1. All the tenders should be sent through registered post to the office of Dean, Students Wellare,
Punjabi University. Patiala on or before 29.07.2022 (@ 4.30 PM.Tender will be opened at above
said office on 04.08.2022 @ 11:30 a.m.

2. The applicant must have an experience of at least two years of running a mess/canleen in a
reputable institution.

3. The applicant must hold a licence from Food Safety and Standards Authority of India (FSSAI).

4. If the tender is approved. the approved party must deposit a bank draft of Rs 10,000/~ (as a
refundable security) in favour of Registrar. Punjabi University, Patiala. If a contractor leaves the
contract before time, his/her security will be confiscated.

5. The Mess Conlract will be renewed after every one year through inviting fresh Tenders.

6. If there is any dispute regarding the alllocation of a hostel mess, the concilliating authority will
be Dean, Students Welfare, Punjabi University,Patiala. In case of a court case, the jurisdiction
will be Patiala only,

7. At the end of the contract, the contractor will have to return all the cooking utensils, crockery or
other materials provided by the warden/senior warden of the hostel. In case of any depreciation.
breakage etc., due amount will be paid by the contractor at the end of the contract. failing which.
hisfher security will not be refunded. If the security amount is less than the total loss. then the
contractor is legally liable to pay the difference to the hostel account of the university.

8. The contractor will be responsible for the maintenance/repairs of all the furniture, freezers,
cooking stoves, curtains, geysers (used in the mess), water filter, dessert cooler. microwave oven,
deep freezer. ceiling fans, tube lights etc. if there is any loss of these ilems. then, it will be
compensated by the contractor. He will himself/herself pay all the electricity bills of the
mess/canteen. The contractor must use the LPG carefully. If there is any loss/accident due to the
carelessness in using the LPG, then the contractor will be held responsible for that loss and will

I compensate it accordingly.
- 9. The mess contractor will supply breakfast, lunch and dinner to only those residents who have
been formally allotted a room by the warden/senior warden. In the girls' hostels. the contractor

will provide canteen services between 4:00pm and 10:00pm. In case of any violation of rules, the
contractor will be fined Rs 25000/~ and even the contract can be cancelled under grevious
circumstances.
10. The contractor has to follow the menu approved (with approved quantities) by the warden/senior
warden of the hostel. This will be tenatively as follows:
a. Lunch: curd 60 gram (prepared from pure milk). seasonal vegetable, chappattis, rice (pulao). and
onion.radish etc
b. Dinner: Pulses, chappattis.salad(as above),paneer(30gm per meal).peas,spinach.green vegetables
cte sweel dish(custand kheer etc) atleast thrice a week. For daily Menu See Appendix-1
11. The mess items can be inspected by the senior warden/warden at any time.Moreover the hostel welfare
committee can complain to the senior warden/warden regarding to the food quality.
also fine the mess contractor and reduce the price ol a particular diet

area.dinning arca,furniture ete, to the satisfaction of the senior warden/warden.[[ he does not do so then
his contract may be cancelled

14. The contractor of the girls and boys hostel will be able to charge max. Rs.27/- per dict and Rs. 10/-(Per
month) for the breakage of cockery ete. from each resident.

I5. Those students/persons who are not alloted a room in the hostel may be given the permission to have a
meal in the mess only on the recommedation of senior warden/warden.Such persons will pay Rs.30/-
per diet.

16. All the conteactors will maintain their own accounts of the material purchased for the mess. The office
of the Hostel will have no role in it All the related lirms or other parties with whom any transction is
made by the contractor, will be the responsibilty of the contractor only.

17. The time of opening and closing the mess will be fixed by senior warden/warden.

18. 11 the working/behaviour of the contractor is not salislactory the senior warden/warden may cancel the
contract at any time.

19. The mess contractor will recruit atleast 12 mess workers for serving tea,meal etc. to hostel residents. The

mess contractor himself will be responsible for the conduct of the mess workers.

20. The mess contractor will provide photographs of all mess workers along with their fulll residential
address to the hostel office for police verilication.

21. At the time of recruitment of the mess workers their medical examination will be conducted. These
conditons will also be applicable to the newly recruited mess worker who will replace the old onc.

22.Every month the crockery,utensils,kitchen items and mess workers will be checked by the senior
warden/warden

23. The senior warden/warden will decide the amount to be paid on purchase of new utensils by replacing
the old once out of the fund collected from the hostel residents.

24.The mess contractor will have to ensure that all mess utensil: should get coated or zalvanzied ifter
every three months.(where is applicable)

25.The mess contractor can refuse to provide mess and canteen services to those residents whose t
exceeds Rs.2000/-. He will be liable to provide written information (- the seuor warden wacden

26. The mess contractor will put the account details o1 the aiets of all the residents 0 4w .. heard fie
every three days.

27.The mess contractor and his employee workers are prohibited from consuming and kecpiny 1wy kaa
intoxicants such as alchol and tobacoo inside the hosles premiyes

28.The bills of washing, dusting clothes/towels used in the mess will be paid from the cont geacy 1 he
hostel.

29. The Guests of the mess contractor and workers are not allowed nside the hostel

30. The mess contractor shall follow the rules made from time to tume by the hostel authoritics regardin.
